Nomination

Nominations for this award must include two letters of recommendation in support of the nominee, one of which must be from a current CEC student member. Each letter of recommendation should be no more than two typewritten pages and include:

· Leadership and Involvement with CEC Student Chapter and Its Members: The nominee's contributions in providing leadership and involvement opportunities for CEC student members.

· Mentoring of CEC Student Members: The nominee’s involvement with CEC student members via direct and/or indirect mentorship efforts.
· Involvement With Exceptional Children Within the Field of Special Education: The nominee's involvement with exceptional children and the field of special education.
· Service to the Community and Schools and/or Contribution to Research or Publications: Community outreach and service performed by the nominee, as well as any research and/or publication contributions.
Please note: Nominees for this award must be a current Premier or Professional member of CEC.

The nominator must submit the following:

The completed Nomination Cover Sheet.

2. Two letters of recommendation, one of which must be from a current CEC student 


member.
