Award Criteria

Nominees must: 

1. Be an undergraduate or graduate (doctoral or master’s) student currently enrolled at an accredited college or university.

2. Be a current CEC student member and have been a member for at least one year.

3. Have demonstrated outstanding contributions to CEC and exceptional children in areas such as:



Involvement in CEC for a number of years;



Served as an officer and/or committee chair; 



Initiated programs and events for CEC; 



Maintained involvement in CEC activities over a period of time; 


    
Become a role model for professional development and positive attitude;



Advocate for membership in CEC;



Attended professional meetings and conferences;


Volunteered to assist exceptional individuals outside of CEC activities; and


Exhibited a sincere commitment to exceptional children and to the field of special 


       education.

Application Process

The nominator must submit the following:

1. Nomination Form, Sections I and II (one page).

2. Nomination Form, Section III: Reasons for Nominating Student – Maximum of two (2) typewritten pages containing precise information describing the nominee’s experiences in the following areas: 

a. Participation with CEC;

b. Other experiences with exceptional children; and

c. Academic and community leadership experience, honors, and awards.
Please note there are separate Nominations Forms for undergraduate and graduate students.

c. Academic and community leadership experience, honors and awards (20 points)

The application with the highest accumulative score will be recommended to the CEC Student Committee to receive this award.
